Essential Question:

Directions:  

1. Choose a take out menu and select items you    

would like to order for lunch (example: hamburger, 

fries, and a milkshake).

2. Tell your partner (the waiter or waitress) what you 

would like to order and the price. 

3. The waiter or waitress records the items along with the price and then totals the items at the bottom of the order pad.

4. Pay the waiter or waitress for your order.  If the bill is $6.53, then you would hand the waitress $10.00.

5. The waiter or waitress will count out and then return the correct change to you.

6. Be sure to count your change.  Make sure that you received back the correct amount of money.
